The Modern Chess Self-instructor is meant for chess players of
intermediate level who wish to improve their play by gaining more knowledge of the
strategy, tactics and technique at various stages of the game. Chess instructors are
likely to get interested too. The Self-instructor is published in three books and on the
whole contains 1132 positions to solve, among them 852 games of grandmasters and
masters and 280 studies (with answers and notes).

Book 1 is concerned with the opening and middle-game (combinations;
attack on the King), Book 2 deals with the middle-game (strategy - pieces and
pawns; the centre; open files; weak squares and strategical points; limitation of the
opponent's pieces mobility and making your own pieces more active; strategical co-
operation of forces). Book 3 is dedicated to the end-game. Brought into focus are the
assessment of a position and the choice of the appropriate plan of the game.

There are two supplements. They are passages from the articles "How 1
Became Grand Master" and "Tournament Play Technique"” by A. Nimzovich,
confirming the efficiency of the pedagogical method which is assumed as a basis of
the present Self-instructor.

Tournament Play Technique
(abridged)

Tournament play technique is certainly related to purely chess
playing technique, however it is not devoid of its specific logic. In our
opinion this logic should be illuminated in order to make it clear what
elements go to make up this very tournament technique which
sometimes allows a weaker player to get the upper hand of a stronger
adversary.

We shall here try to give a short analysis of the components of
the tournament technique. Our reasoning will be based on the
experience of the recent tournament in Karlsbad. In A.Alekhin’s
opinion I showed in this contest top class tournament technique. In
what way did I act?

1.Saving energy and strength.
You should always try and save your energy and strength for
“the coming feats”, no matter whether it is a single game or parts of a
tournament, let’s say the beginning or the middle of it ...
a)By no means should you give way to agitation and nervousness as
you pay for it by losing your energy. You should get accustomed to
thinking that it is not all that important, that the outcome of the
tournament is not a matter of life and death. When it is your
opponent’s move it will do you good to stand up and take a slow walk
about in the tournament room. It is also refreshing to sit down in a
spacious arm—chair, relaxing all your muscles and getting oblivious of
all thoughts. A lot of players make a gross error, namely: in a tangled
position they are trying to look for a combinational solution of the
problem and only then, failing to find anything they seem to be
satisfied with a positional move. You shouldn’t act like that: in a
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position involving a number of almost equal combinational
opportunities, you should make a positional move right away since the
analysis of plenty of most complicated variations is far from being
economical so it won’t work and we will be better off giving it up
boldly and proudly (defiantly!). It is a different matter if the number
of variations is limited or they are apparently not equal, then
reluctantly you can give them a thought. ..

In the game against Samisch in the 15-th round after an attack
effected against me, I refused to gain an exchange for the sake of a
positional automatic win (let’s apply the name to the method of play
that wins when victory is obtained naturally by utilizing strategical
manoeuvres mentioned in My System — piece centralization, blockade,
play on the squares of certain colour, etc...)

b) At the beginning of the tournament and sometimes in the middle
of it, too, you are by no means to work your hardest. Take our advice:
play a few short games!” There is nothing for you to lose by that while
you will manage to keep your fighting spirit for the finish ...

A player who plays against a partner just a bit weaker than
himself and makes a blunder may, with much perseverance, in a many
hour ending, get the upper hand in the long run. Such a player gives a
poor impression. Tiredness at the finish will be the right price for the
victory achieved in this way...

2. The psychology of struggle.

The psychological play was already known as early as
Anderssen and Morphy time. Playing his famous match with Morphy
Anderssen tried on purpose to induce his emotional adversary onto the
way of not well-grounded attacks. Generlly speaking the
psychological play has been enriched and at present possesses plenty

* This advice of A. Nimzovich refers to the round-robin system tournaments with a great
number of rounds. Thus, the Karlsbad tournament of 1929 that A. Nimzovich mentions and
where he took the first prize scoring 15 points out of 21, leaving behind Capablanca,
Spielmann, Rubinstein and others, was held according to the round-robin system with 22
participants. This advice won’t do for chess-players wishing to win in a Swiss system
tournament (9 or 11 rounds) with a rare exception, for instance, in case of a player not feeling
well. On the contrary, in a Swiss system tournament it is desirable that a player should score
as many points as possible during the first six or seven rounds (V. Pozharsky’s note).
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of new nuances, the main of which are the following:

a) Try to offer your opponent the type of pawn structure of which
he is a poor expert!...

b) Make use of the “style mistakes” rooted in the opponent’s
character.

Spielmann is poor at manoeuvring; this trait is rooted in his
being too straightforward by nature. Massive protective moves are
also absolutely alien to him (for instance, why protect a miserable
pawn with a rook?!). So, in a fight against him you should simplify
the position (rid it of the attacking motives) and only then you should
effect a play involving mutual manoeuvring...

c) Most chess-players, masters among them, are not given to
creative work to the right degree. With such players you
should make it a rule to always utilize something new in the
opening...

Let’s confine ourselves to stating the general guiding
principles here: I do my best to comprehend the temper, the style of
play and the flaws of each of my tournament partners. Then I take into
consideration the possible psychological state of my opponent, for
instance: his standing in the contest (“he is likely to be set on winning
the game” or “now he is working himself into a state”). Well, I
calculate the plan of my actions taking into account all these things.

Now let’s focus on two factors that are of great importance:
the opening strategy and the clock.

3. The openings.

You should skillfully choose your opening. Making your
choice you are to be guided by the following dilemma: a) the
opponent will certainly try to play employing something unexpected
(all opponents dream of that!); b) he will play following the latest
fashion. So in answer to the question what my future partner is going
to play I must take into account both these contradicting possibilities.

There are players with a meagre set of openings. They are
easy to deal with. For instance, Vera Menchik invariably responds
with 1...e6 to 1.e4. That’s why I prepared 2.d4 d5 3.e5 and easily
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more difficult to prepare beforehand. Alekhin is even more difficult to
deal with as in addition to those he also likes 1...c5 and 1. &) f6. When
you face such a partner it is too late to start getting ready during the
tournament! You should have prepared well before the contest.

True, the psychological approach to the question is available at
any time. Suppose I am to play White with Tartakower. Well, I begin
to reason like this: He will not take the risk of responding to 1.d4 with
the Budapest variation. As for the Dutch defence, he has utilized it
twice, though not unsuccessfully, but his love for variety will make
him try to use something new this time. So, he is likely to play 1.d4 d5
2.c4 e6, or 1.d4 £)6 2.c4 g6. Indeed, the next day it turned out that I
had made the right guess, Tartakower had chosen defence 2...g6.

4.About the clock.

In this respect most players behave far from wise. By no
means should you get in time-trouble, since it is both harmful and
inaesthetic and spoils your mood during the tournament. You should
develop your ability to take a decision. In 90% cases the player gets in
time-trouble because of wretched shilly-shallying and not because he
was busy calculating all sorts of variations. The tournament clock is
an evil but it is a necessary evil. And while this evil exists each player
has a right to play counting on the opponent’s time-trouble”. I think
well of the practice of inducing my partner into time-trouble and I
consider it an accomplishment if I manage to set the partner thinking
hard. Neither do I find it inconsiderate, just when the opponent is in
time-trouble, to launch an attack on him!

So, bear it in mind: never should you get in time-trouble!
Make fast decisions! You can’t waste your time on the opening! If you
have plenty of combination variations find a positional move! (see
point 1).

* Mind that saying to play counting on the opponent’s time-trouble A. Nimzovich does not
mean fast (unthinking) play. He means it is desirable to puzzle the opponent with a problem
which it’s not easy to solve in time-pressure (V. Pozharsky’s note).
