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SUMMARY

The Coptic manuscripts from Nag Hammadi (all of them are transla~
tions from Greek originals, mostly lost) open up new possibilities
for studying the -Greek religious culture of the first centuries
A.,D, This Coptic library, being a collection of heterogeneous texts,
reflects the complicated spiritual atmosphere in the contemporary
Roman Empire. It includes Gnostic texts, both monistic and dualis-
tic, Christian as well as non-(pre-?) Christian, Hermetic writings,
Christian works, both those belonging to the main stream of Church
tradition and those defying any strict classifications. Different
approaches are possible to find adequate ways in this diversity and
to be able to determine, after all, the nature of each text,

The four texts under consideration seem to have a common prove-
nance: all of them came into being within Alexandrianm culture which
had an influence, in different ways and degrees, on Alexandrian Chri-
stianity. In chapter I all the texts of the library were
treated within the context of contemporary Christianity (the Greek
originals were written during II-III centuries A,D, and some of them
perhaps even earlier). To conceive the milieu and the conditions
under which these tests had appeared, chapter II was
focused on the Alexandrian culture, It was important to emphasize
here that early Alexandrian Christianity is documented rather umnila~
terally: the main sources of our information where we seem to be on
firmground are the works by the authors of Church elite, while Christi~
anity of other schools and strata is poorly represented (of course,
it is characteristic not only of Alexandria).

The above-mentionmed texts, composed in different genres and re-
flecting various grades of understanding of Christian doctrine,
cast new light upon the character of Alexandrian Christianity
as a whole and the milieu into which it penetrated,

"The Teachings of Silvanus" (Teach. Silv.) dealt with in
chapter III has an obvious Christian nature, Meanwhile,
though the author, who hid under the name of "Silvanus",
knew the Scripture very well, his main concepts are not linked
with the Biblical tradition. The theology of Teach. Silv. is
expressed in Platonié¢ language and in this aspect the author is clo-
se to Philo and such Christian thinkers of Alexandria as Clement
and Origen. So, according to Teach. Silv., God is transcendent: “He
fills every place but ... nothing contains him; everything is in
God, but God is not in anything" (101.6-10; cf. Philo, Leg, All.
I11,6; Clem,, Strom, V.11; Orig., Cat.Jer. 23, 24); God is bodyless:
"It is not right ... to say that God is a body" (100.6-12; cf.Clem.,
Strom. V.13; Orig., Or. 23, 3, where we see a polemic with Stoics);
God is inexpressible and unknown (100.13 sq.; cf. Clem., Strom.V.78, 3;
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Orig;, Cels. VII, 38), etc. Similar theology employed ome and
the same metaphors: Wisdom — the mother, Christ — the sun, igno-
rance — death and darkness, etc.

Moral problems, that the author of Teach, Silv. was posing, were
nearly the same ones as in Philo and Clement, who owed their
ethics to Stoicism in many respects. Passions are the cause
of ‘evil in man (Teach. Silv. 84.19—20; Philo, Leg. All.
I1I,113; Clem., Paed. I,2); the ideal goal is to abstain from pas-
sions and this state can be obtained by casting away desire and
pleasure (105.19-26; Philo, Leg. All. III,113; Clem., Paed. I1.9,1);
to get rid of passions one must take the "mind as a guiding princi=-
ple” (85.1; Philo, Leg. All. III,116; Clem., fr. 44), etc.

The evident similarities between all these authors allows one to
assume Teach. Silv. to be also a product of Alexandrian culture,
The éexpansion of the latter, of course, was not confined to the
elite: this culture affected to a different extent all those who had
come into contact with Greek education. Such persons were not only
in Alexandria itself but, of course, in a wider region of Egypt (at
least, of Low Egypt), where Greek influence had penetrated. As a re-
sult, the thought of such different people, brought up in various reli-
gious traditions, moved along the same channels (Platonic ontology
and Stoic ethic, as was typical of philosophical and semi~philoso-
phical mood of that time) and all of them used a similar language:
on the one hand there were such thinkers of the elite as Philo and
Clement, on the other — such unknown men belonging to the middle
cultural strata of the society as the author of Hellenistic~Jewish
"Wisdom of Solomon", the author of (pagan)~Christian "The Sentences
of Sextus" or the authors of Greek-(Egyptian) Hermetic texts.
The author of Teach. Silv. not being an original thinker may also be
placed among such representatives of this common culture: one can-
not find in his work anything except 1 oci communi inhe-
rent to other Alexandrian writers. His thought was nourished not
by studying the original philosophical works, but through acquaintance
with philosophical textbooks and anthologies of every kind which,
being very widely read in that time, facilitated the approach to
philosophy for rather wide strata of society. Having such
an unsystematic education he was rather inconsistent and- tend-
ed to borrow, not always very critically, from different Christian
traditions. Though in his treatise one can find the concepts which
would be quite in accordance with the Church tradition: polemics
against pagan polytheism (96,1-3), Stoic concept of God (100.6—12),
dualistic Gnosticism (116.6—10), he can hardly be called a Church
Christian as his great compatriots Clement and Origen. While his
work lacks any teaching about Church, he absorbed some concepts
which had been repudiated by Church authors. So, the tripartite di-
vision (mind, soul, body) of man, typical of the anthropology of
Valentinians, occupied an important place in his thought (92, 15sq.;
though the author’s conclusion differed in principle from Valenti-
nians'ideas; according to him any person is able to obtain salvati-
on, not only those who are determined to by their nature).

But while the theology of Teach. Silv. was Christian, its ethic
on the whole remained Stoic and was not christianized, as we see in
Clement. In this respect it is not without interest to compare
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Teach. Silv. with two other Alexandrian compositions — Christian
"The Sentences of Sextus" (Sent, Sext.) and pagan "The Pythagorean
Sentences" (Sent. Pyth.). In the late second century (according to
H.Chadwick) an unknown Alexandrian Christian, who had called him-
self by the name "Sextus" rewrote the collection of pagan sentences
having supplemented them with popular Christian ones. As a result,
the Stoic moral of Sent., Pyth, turned into Christian one in Sent.
Sext. But Christian ethic of Sent, Sext. deals with the concepts
which are absent in Teach., Silv, (e.g. pistis, agape, etc), while
the ethic of Sent. Pyth. has striking and numerous parallels in
Teach. Silv. So, for both authors a sage, being a perfect mam, is
opposite to a fool (Teach. Silv. 97.7—10; Sent. Pyth. N. 4, 35, 92;
this opposition is replaced by "p is tos—apistos" in
Sent. Sext.); the sage follows the mind (Teach. Silv. 93.3—4; Sent,
Pyth. N. 5) and needs only God (Teach., Silv, 98,18-20; Sent, Pyth.
N. 39); both authors use one and the same metaphor: the soul 1is
the wife of the mind (Teach. Silv. 92.30-31; Sent. Pyth.N. 118) etc.
All this allows to assume Sent. Pyth, to be one of the writings
which could form the thought of Teach. Silv,'s author., His quite
Stoic ethic is hardly indebted to a Christian source.

The author's understanding and adoption of Christian doctrine is
determined by his culture, The problem of inconsistencies in his
teaching (quite orthodox theology, Stoic ethic, Valentinian concepts
in anthropology) hardly troubled him., Though there may be different
answers to the question who had been the author, the most probable
seems to be the following: this man knows the Scripture well, makes
use of the genre typical of Jewish tradition (Wisdom 1literature);
vast number of his concepts can be drawn from Hellenistic
Judaism — all this enables one to see in him a Hellenistic Jew con-
verted into Christianity. There are no reasons to assert that
the author has read the works by Clement or Origen., Moreover, on
the basis of his cultural level, we can scarcely decide whether he was
their contemporary, predecessor or lived later: only approximate
date is possible — from the middle of the second century A.D. to the
middle of the third,

Though the Christian character of "The Exegesis on the Soul" (Ex.
Soul), considered in chapter IV, is quite evident, the dis-
putes about what school within Christianity the text belongs
to, still go on. However, the arguments of those who try to attribute
the treatise to one or other Gnostic school (Naasens, Valenti-
nians, Basilidians) cannot be considered well-founded, as far as
they rest on different’ assumptions having not sufficient confirma-
tion in the text itself. The myth of the soul's fall from Heaven
into this world, the main topic of the treatise, is well known to
Middle Platonism which had a strong influence upon the character of
Alexandrian culture. In the second and third centuries A.D. there
were, due to different Platonic schools, two solutions of the question
about descent of the soul: the optimistic one aceording to which
souls are sent into this world for its completion (the conception
adopted by Church Christianity) and the pessimistic one according
to which the soul's fall happened owing to an erroneous choice of
her free will (the conception shared by various Gnostic schools),
But Ex. Soul never speaks about the cause of the fall, and one can
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only guess why it has happened. So, We see here only Middle Plato-
fnic conception of the soul's fall, no more. Ex. Soul does not use
any specific Gnostic terminology and, perhaps, one must suppose
here a metaphorical understanding of the main Christian idea of the
fall and redemption. A number of other concepts of the text also
give evidence of the author's Platonism.

The author of Ex. Soul constantly illustrates his thought by re-
ferences to the Scripture, explaining it allegorically, and such a
treatment of the Biblical lore has numerous parallels in Philo
and Alexandrian Christian writers (e.g. the passions are sensible
and carnal sons of Egypt, Ex. Soul. 130, 21~23; Philo, Migr. Abr.
77; Clem., Strom. II.47, 1). But this kinship is evident not only
in the method of interpretation: Ex. Soul and Alexandrian authors,
talking about the soul's fall, refer to one and the same passages
of the 0ld Testament (noted by M.Scopello), and this fact allows one
to assert that the author had jused a collection consisting of Biblical
quotations classified by specific items (Testimonia). From such a

-collection he had drawn also his knowledge of Homer, the interest

to whom as to the person allegorically interpreting in his "Odyssee"
the history of the soul's fall, was in that time almost universal.
However, there were mixed collections, having contained both pagan
and Biblical wisdom and, perhaps, the author of Ex. Soul used one
of such collections. His knowledge of Platonic myth about the soul's
fate originates also from a collection of main Platonic t o p o i.
All this enables one to think that the author was a man of common
culture, whose philosophical and literary education had been based
not on original texts but, as in the case of Teach, Silv., on vari-
ous anthologies, The author's acquaintance with the allegorical in-
terpretation, the connection of (vulgar) Platonism with Christian
dogma and, at least, borrowing from the same collections which Cle-
ment and Origen used, lead us to the conclusion that Ex. Soul is
Alexandrian text, too. Its author belonged to the same cultural le-
vel as the author of Teach., Silv., but even on the same level we can
see different understanding and degrees of penetration into the es-
sence of Christian doctrine. Unlike the author of Teach. Silv. who
had been able to comprehend quite correctly the sense of the prin-
cipal Christian dogmas and to catch the main directions of Christian
polemics, the Christianity of Ex., Soul's author (though one must re-
member that in Nag Hammadi texts we constantly deal with different
genres and each of them has different possibilities for exposition
of the author's teaching) is rather superficial: if the Biblical quo=-
tations were removed from the text, it would be difficult to recog-
niza a product of Christian mentality in this treatise. Therefore,
one must not think the author to be a man who has got from his child-
hood Christian upbringing and education, most probably he was a
newly converted (perhaps, from paganism). This might have been
the .cause of his passionate call for repentance and his incapacity
to smelt into harmonious system all that he had borrowed from
pagan philosophical and Christian lore. The date of Ex. Soul,
taken onh the basis of the inner data of the text, can be determinad
only approximately: the middle of the second-third canturias A.D.

. Scholars still have no accord on the character and origin of
"The Authoritative Teaching" (Auth: Teach.), one of the most puzzling
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texts from Nag Hammadi, considered in chapter V. This

text is a story of the soul's fall but, unlike Ex. Soul which is
quite Christian (though its author's Christianity is not deeply
rooted), Auth. Teach., lacks any specific traits peculiar to one or
other clearly defined religious dogma, Though one cam be certain
that it is not a philosophical treatise (it mey be ranked among
works of homiletical genre), nevertheless the Greek vocabulary of
the text abounds with philosophical and theological concepts of the
kind found in the Hellenistic Judaism of Philo, in the works by Cle-
ment and Origen, in Hermetic texts, in Gnostic speculations, in
other words, in the documents of philosophical culture of Late Anti-
quity that created a specific common language., Also the theme of

the treatise having its origin in (vulgar) Platonism, which in that
time was growing into a kind of religion and was spreading among
the people whose beliefs had been rooted in other than Greek phi-
losophy and traditions, was very popular within this culture. We could
consider this text a Platonic work without reserve, if some con-
cepts did not indicate another cultural environment — namely Judaic
(or Christian)., Though we discern some probable allusions to the
Biblical lore, they do not reveal any specific beliefs of the au-
thor: applying to Biblical tradition is rather typical of different
authors of that period and does not prove whether such an author
was a Kew or a Christian. The author of Auth. Teach. appealing to
this tradition did not try to distinguish his own teaching from
ethical commonplaces of the age, and, as a result, there ara no dis-
tinctive traits in the text for understanding of its religious pro-
venance, The connection of several traditions (at least, Platonic
and Jewish ones) and close kinship of the main themes and language
of the text with documents of Alexandrian culture, fed on Platonism
(Philo, Hermeticism, Christianity) allows one to consider Auth.
Taach., to be a product of this culture. The strict dating of
this writing, as well as of any text of anonymous literature,
is not possible (approximately II-III cénturies A.D.). Wa daal here
with the author who was a vulgar religious thinker having found
himself in the sphere of influence of differemt religious and philo-
sophical doctrines with which Alexandria abounded. He did not become
an adept of any specific confession and his religious notionms,
owing to his rather superficial education, were confused. Therefore,
in this text one should assume a kind of an extra-confessional reli-
giosity: such a phenomenon can be called a common urban culture of
non-professional philosophers and theologians.

Though bad condition of the manuscript containing the text of
the treatise "The Testimony of Truth" (Test. Tr.), considered in
chapter VI, makes its adequate understanding quite difficult,
some conclusions on its charactar and ptovenance are pos-—
sible. We deal with the work by a Christian Gnostic whose main pur-
pose was to polemize with his opponents: Church Christians, Valenti-
nians, Basilidians and others. The author of Test. Tr. refutes those
who believe in the resurrection of a body (the resurrection, in his
opinion, can be only spiritual, not carnal), that is why he blames
the Christians confessing martyrdom; being a dualist (he opposes
God of the Law to God of truth) and adhering to the highly ascetic
moral, he rejects the 0ld Testament so far as it sanctions marriage
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and procreation; he does not admit water baptism either. The kinship
(language, a number of comwon concepts and themes) with Philo and
Clement allows one to assume the author of Test. Tr. to belong to
Alexandrian culture, Different attempts to attribute the athor-
ship of the treatise to the concrete person (e.g.Hierakas [as wisse],
or Julius Cassianus [as Pearson]) cannot be accepted as a suc-
cess. [t seems to be Hardly possible to ascertain the author's name.
Being the most broad-minded among the above-mentioned authors and
adequately realizing his place within complicated debates of contem-
porary Christianity, the author of Test, Tr., however, was not an
original thinker (there is a number of contradictory concepts in
the text, rather untidy compilation of material, etc.) and belonged
to the same middle cultural level. Therefore, one can propose
only approximate date for the origin of the text: it appeared no
later than Milan edict.

To sum up. We suppose that these texts are to be regarded as quite
typical samples of common literature which arose as a result of
vulgarization of thought and literature of higher standards. Such
texts had a wide circulation among the persons whose intellectual
demands were rather modest.
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
